· Pull 15 to 20 patient charts. Review all documentation within the last 12 months. For an enriched measurement, pull 10 charts randomly and pull an additional 5 to10 charts in which at least 1 household member uses tobacco. 

· Questions 1 to 3 will assess your efforts to routinely screen for tobacco use/exposure and educate about its harms. Review all documentation within the last 12 months.  If charts chosen randomly reveal tobacco users in the household, please continue answering all data collection questions. 

· Questions 4 through 12 will assess your efforts to routinely link families and/or tobacco users to resources that support cessation. These questions only apply to households in which there are identified tobacco users. Review all documentation within the last 12 months.

· An ideal minimum data sampling should contain 10 charts that can be used to answer all questions. Therefore, the total number of charts needed to reach this minimum depends on the number of charts pulled randomly that indicate tobacco users living in the household. After pulling 10 patient charts randomly, continue pulling (or setting aside) charts that have identified tobacco users in the household until you reach a minimum of 10 charts that can be used to answer all questions. 

Answer the questions based on actual documentation, not on memory or inference.

Appendix – Definitions 
Documented 
Patient documentation may be in the form of a patient chart, electronic medical record, problem list, or other updated system of patient information. 

Family Definition 
“Families are big, small, extended, nuclear, multi-generational, with one parent, two parents, and grandparents. We live under one roof or many. A family can be as temporary as a few weeks, as permanent as forever. We become part of a family by birth, adoption, marriage, or from a desire for mutual support. As family members, we nurture, protect, and influence each other. Families are dynamic and are cultures unto themselves, with different values and unique ways of realizing dreams. Together, our families become the source of our rich cultural heritage and spiritual diversity. Each family has strengths and qualities that flow from individual members and from the family as a unit. Our families create neighborhoods, communities, states, and nations.”

Asked 
Methods of asking include written or verbal inquiries made in various formats and settings such as previsit surveys (via phone or written questionnaire) health history intake, and conversation during the office visit. 
 Questions to ask when screening about tobacco use and home and car exposure include: 
· Does your child live with anyone who uses tobacco? 
· Does anyone ever smoke inside your home? 
· Does anyone ever smoke inside your car? 

Age-appropriate Education 
Knowing what to say to adults, adolescents, and children to support and encourage their tobacco-free life is important; knowing how to say it is equally important. To be effective, the tone of the message should match the personality of the audience receiving it. The following table presents some key educational messages for adults, adolescents, and children about the harms of tobacco use and tobacco smoke exposure and the benefits of a tobacco-free lifestyle. As appropriate, each message contains key questions that invite the other person to take the next step toward a tobacco-free life. 
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
